Timing

Departure: 8.00am, Monday 29/03 - please arrive at school by 7.30am

In order for bags to be loaded on buses and medication to be collected, all students need to meet at the
Copeland Road double gates by 7:30am. Parents are asked to remain outside the gates where
possible, to support social distancing requirements. As we must be punctual in our arrival at camp, we
are unable to wait for late comers. In the event that a child misses the bus, it will be their parent’s
responsibility to transport them to the campsite in Tea Gardens.

We expect to return to school by 1.30pm on Wednesday 31st March. Student pick up and sign out will

be between 2:00pm and 3.00pm from the Copeland Road double gates. Students will not be permitted
to make their own way home prior to 3:25pm. After 3.25pm students are able to make their own way
home as per a normal school day.

What to Bring
